The Chairperson recalled that in the first ballot held at the 19th meeting, only five candidates had obtained the required majority. Accordingly, a second ballot, restricted to the nine candidates who had obtained the largest number of votes in the previous ballot without having obtained the required majority, had been held at that meeting in order to fill the remaining four vacancies on the Committee.
