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With regard to the reservation made by Turkey upon ratification:

"...the Government of the Republic of Cyprus has examined the declaration made by the Government

of the Republic of Turkey to the International Convention on the Elimination of all Forms of Racial

Discrimination (New York, 7 March 1966) on 16 September 2002 in respect of the implementation of

the provisions of the Convention only to the States Parties with which it has diplomatic relations.

In the view of the Government of the Republic of Cyprus, this declaration amounts to a reservation. This

reservation creates uncertainty as to the States Parties in respect of which Turkey is undertaking the

obligations in the Convention. The Government of the Republic of Cyprus therefore objects to the

reservation made by the Government of the Republic of Turkey.

This reservation or the objection to it shall not preclude the entry into force of the Convention between

the Republic of Cyprus and the Republic of Turkey."

DECLARATION RE: ARTICLE 14

(Unless otherwise indicated, the declaration was made upon ratification, accession or succession)

"The Republic of Cyprus recognizes the competence of the Committee on the Elimination of Racial

Discrimination established under article 14 (1) of [the Convention] to receive and consider

communications from individuals or groups of individuals within its jurisdiction claiming to be victims

of a violation by the Republic of Cyprus of any of the rights set forth in this Convention.”
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
