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"...the Principality of Liechtenstein recognizes the competence of the Committee on the Elimination
of Racial Discrimination to receive and consider communications from individuals or groups of
individuals within the jurisdiction of Liechtenstein claiming to be victims of a violation by
Liechtenstein of any of the rights set forth in the Convention.

The Principality of Liechtenstein recognizes that competence on the understanding that the said
Committee shall not consider any communication without ascertaining that the same matter is not
being considered or has not already been considered under another international procedure of
investigation or settlement.

Pursuant to article 14, paragraph 2, of the Convention, the Constitutional Court has been designated
as competent to receive and consider petitions from individuals and groups of individuals within the
jurisdiction of Liechtenstein who claim to be victims of a violation of any of the rights set forth in
the Convention."
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
