Note 1 
 
In a communication dated 10 April 2002, the Government of New Zealand confirmed the 
following in respect of Tokelau: 
 
"Consistent with international law, New Zealand regards all treaty actions as extending to 
Tokelau as a non-self-governing territory of New Zealand unless express provision to the 
contrary is included in the relevant treaty instrument."

OBJECTIONS MADE TO OTHER STATES PARTIES RESERVATIONS AND 
DECLARATIONS

With regard to reservations made by Yemen concerning article 5 (c) and article 5 (d) (iv), (vi) 
and (vii): 
 
"The New Zealand Government is of the view that those provisions contain undertakings which 
are themselves fundamental to the Convention. Accordingly it considers that the reservations 
purportedly made by Yemen relating to political and civil rights are incompatible with the object 
and purpose of the Treaty within the terms of the article 19 (c) of the Vienna Convention on the 
Law of Treaties. 
 
The Government of New Zealand advises therefore under article 20 of the Convention on the 
Elimination of All Forms of Racial Discrimination that it does not accept the reservations made 



by Yemen.@
